Child Dental Benefits Schedule (CDBS)은 0세부터 17세까지의 어린이와 청소년을 위한 기본적인 

치과 서비스 비용의 일부나 전체를 부담해 줍니다. 

자격 요건 

자녀의 CDBS 이용자격 여부를 확인해 주는 서신을 받게 될 것입니다. 

이용자격은 매년 초 (역년 기준)에 평가되며 일년 동안 유효합니다. 

아이가 다음 요건을 만족하면 이용자격이 있습니다.  

• 당해 연도에 단 하루라도 0­17세인 경우 

• Medicare 대상자인 경우, 그리고

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Child Dental Benefits Schedule 하에서 이용가능한 혜택 

이용자격이 있는 아이는 일인당 2년 연속 최대 $1132까지 청구할 수 있습니다. 해당 2년 기한은 

아이가 적격한 치과 서비스를 처음 받는 순간부터 시작됩니다. 

아이가 첫 해에 $1132를 모두 사용하지 않으면 남은 액수는 다음 해로 이월됩니다. 단, 다음 해에도 

아이의 이용자격이 유지되어야 합니다. 연속으로 2년 (역년 기준) 이내에 전액을 사용하지 않은 

경우에는 남은 액수를 사용할 수 없습니다. 2년 간의 혜택 기간이 새로 시작할 때까지 기다려야 할 

것입니다. 

아이의 이용자격이 상실된 경우에도 남은 기금을 사용할 수 없을 것입니다. 

혜택은 검사, 엑스레이, 구강 클리닝, 치아 홈 메우기, 필링, 근간 치료 및 발치 등과 같은 다양한 

서비스에 적용됩니다. 

혜택은 치아 교정이나 미용 목적의 치과 치료에는 적용될 수 없으며, 병원에서 제공된 모든 

서비스에는 지급될 수 없습니다. 

CDBS는 Medicare Safety Net 혹은 Extended Medicare Safety Net의 한계 기준에 합산되지는 않을 

것입니다. 

Child Dental Benefits Schedule 이용 절차 

my.gov.au에서 Medicare 온라인 계정을 통해, 혹은 Medicare 문의 전화 132 011번을 통해 아이의 

이용자격 및 잔액을 확인할 수 있습니다. 

사립이나 공립 치과 의원과 진료 예약을 하고, CDBS 이용자격이 있음을 해당 진료소에 

알려주십시오. 예약 진료 시에, 치과 의사는 서비스를 제공하기 전에 아이의 치료 및 관련 비용을 

귀하와 반드시 상의해야 합니다. 상의 후에 귀하는 동의서에 서명을 해야 합니다. 

치과 의사가 해당 서비스를 제공한 후에는, 진료비를 벌크빌 (정부 부담)로 청구하거나 귀하에게 

직접 청구할 것입니다. 

Child Dental Benefits Schedule 하에서 혜택 청구하기 

치과 의사가 벌크빌을 채택한 경우, 귀하는 청구서를 제출할 필요가 없습니다. 

치과 의사가 벌크빌을 채택하지 않은 경우, 귀하는 그 비용을 지급한 후에 본 기관에 혜택을 

청구해야 합니다. 

귀하는 다음과 같이 청구서를 제출할 수 있습니다: 

• 치과 의사가 전자 청구 시스템을 제공하는 경우, 해당 치과 진료서에서 전자 청구서 제출 

• Express Plus Medicare 모바일 앱 이용 

• myGov를 통해 Medicare 온라인 계정 이용 

• Medicare 청구서를 다운로드 받아서 청구서에 있는 주소로 우편 발송 

• 서비스 센터에 직접 방문. 

동일한 치과 서비스에 대해 CDBS 혜택과 민간보험을 동시에 청구할 수 없습니다.

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Child Dental Benefits Schedule 
The Child Dental Benefits Schedule (CDBS) covers part or the full cost of some basic dental 

services for children and teenagers aged 0 to 17. 

Eligibility 

You will get a letter to confirm if your child is eligible for the CDBS. 

Eligibility is assessed at the start of each calendar year and is valid for the whole year. 

A child is eligible if:  

• they are aged 0–17 years for at least 1 day of the calendar year 

• eligible for Medicare, and 

• getting an eligible payment from us at least once a year, or have a parent getting a payment 

from us at least once a year.

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Benefits available under the Child Dental Benefits Schedule 

You can claim up to $1132 over 2 consecutive calendar years for each eligible child. The 2-year 

cap period starts when a child first gets an eligible dental service. 

If a child does not use all of their $1132 in the first year, they can use the remaining amount in the 

second year if they are still eligible. If you do not use the full amount within the 2 calendar years, 

you can not use the remaining funds. You will have to wait for a new 2 year cover period to start. 

You also will not be able to use any remaining funds once your child is no longer eligible. 

Benefits cover a range of services including examinations, X-rays, cleaning, fissure sealing, fillings, 

root canals and extractions. 

Benefits are not available for orthodontic or cosmetic dental work and can not be paid for any 

services provided in a hospital. 

CDBS services won’t count towards the Medicare Safety Net or the Extended Medicare Safety Net 

thresholds. 

Process for using the Child Dental Benefits Schedule 

You can confirm your child’s eligibility and balance amount using your Medicare online account at 

my.gov.au or calling the Medicare general enquiries line on 132 011. 

Make an appointment with a private or public dental provider and let them know you’re eligible for 

the CDBS. At the time of the appointment, the dentist must discuss your child’s treatment and any 

related costs with you before providing the services. After this you need to sign a consent form. 

When the dentist has provided the services, they will bulk bill you or charge you for the services. 

Claiming benefits under the Child Dental Benefits Schedule 

If your dentist bulk bills, you don’t need to submit a claim. 

If your dentist doesn’t bulk bill, you need to pay the account and claim your benefit from us. 

You can submit a claim: 

• electronically at the dental surgery, if your dentist offers electronic claiming 

• using the Express Plus Medicare mobile app 

• using your Medicare online account through myGov 

• by downloading the Medicare claim form and posting it to the address on the form 

• in person at a service centre. 

You can not claim a benefit under the CDBS and from a private health insurer for the same dental 

service. 

Check or update your details for the Child Dental Benefits 

Schedule 

Eligibility is based on details held by Centrelink and the Department of Veterans’ Affairs. 

If your circumstances change, you need to update your family details:

You can update your bank account details with Medicare using your Medicare online account 

through myGov.
