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Enrolling in Medicare
· You can enrol in Medicare if you live in Australia and you’re:
· an Australian citizen
· a New Zealand citizen
· an Australian permanent resident
· applying for permanent resident
· a temporary resident covered by a ministerial order
· You can also enrol if you’re a citizen or permanent resident of:
· Norfolk Island
· Cocos (Keeling) Islands
· Christmas Island
· Lord Howe Island
· You may be able to enrol if you’re visiting from a Reciprocal Health Care Agreement country.
· You can enrol in Medicare by completing a form or online using your myGov account.
· You will need to give us different documents to enrol, depending on your circumstances.
