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The Child Dental Benefits Schedule helps pay for some dental care for kids aged zero to 17. This includes checkups cleaning and X-rays.
You don't need to apply. If your child can get this help, we'll send you a letter.
You need to be enrolled in Medicare. Getting an eligible Centrelink payment from us at least once a year, or have a parent, carer or guardian getting an eligible Centrelink payment from us at least once a year.
Some of the eligible Centrelink payments are Family Tax Benefit Part A, Youth Allowance, and ABSTUDY.
If you want to check your balance, there are a few ways to do it. If you have the myGov app, choose Medicare from the services tab and scroll down to Child Dental Benefits Schedule.
If you're using the myGov website, go to Medicare in your linked services, find the history and statements menu and choose Child Dental Benefits Schedule.
Most dentists bulk bill the Child Dental Benefits Schedule.
You can also ask your dentist about your balance and if the services your child needs are covered.
